If so, then why not get TIPS certified now??
TIPS is a nationally recognized certification for alcohol safety measures. 

It was designed with the server in mind, and offers methods on how to recognize and deal with intoxicated guests. The goal is to educate servers in the responsible sale, service and consumption of alcohol.

Most states now require that all servers- bartenders, waiters, caterers, etc- be TIPS certified in an effort to keep alcohol-related accidents at a minimum. 

TIPS certification is valid for three years, and is recognized in all states as well as Canada. Upon completion of the exam, certification will be received (mailed to campus or home addresses) within three to four weeks.

The Bartending Agency will be offering a three-hour TIPS course (including exam time) on the following dates:

Wednesday, April 16th 7-10pm

Tuesday, April 21st 7-10pm

Friday, April 22nd 1-4pm

Saturday, April 26th 1-pm

The cost of the course is $35 cash only. All payments MUST be made BEFORE the class.

Please place payment in an envelope with your name and class date on it.

Students would do not submit payment before the class begins will NOT be allowed to take the course. No exceptions.

A minimum of 5 people must sign up for each class.

** If you took bartending 101 and never took the TIPS exam, you still must pay for this course. Unfortunately new tests must be ordered for each class, and therefore the payment you made for the 101 class cannot be put towards this course. I apologize any inconvenience this may cause.
